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[image: image1.png]HALO was formed in 1969 (incorporated in 1974) to advocate for rural neighborhoods when the City of Anchorage and the Greater Anchorage Borough merged to form the Municipality. HALO continues to exist solely for that purpose. We encompass the original five G-areas (an early zoning designation), which is roughly southeast Anchorage. In 2004 we added the Basher Community Council Area (Stuckagain Heights) as their needs and concerns are virtually identical.

HALO members are united in the desire to preserve the quality of life of Southeast Anchorage and Hillside. We advocate:

· Low density settlement;

· Public policies that favor the homeowner/resident;

· Policies that postpone indefinitely the need for costly public water and sewer;

· Protection of the rights guaranteed us under the Municipal Charter to have 
majority approval within the affected area before any new municipal services are 

imposed;

· Sound environmental practices;

· Responsive local government, free from conflicts of interest, and adhering to the letter and spirit of the Charter.

The HALO newsletter strives to keep members well-informed about government plans and actions, as well as any other issues that affect our area. HALO representatives are actively involved in public hearings on zoning, planning, subdivisions and public works projects, and HALO regularly hosts a candidate forum prior to elections. Our Assembly representatives and State legislators frequently attend HALO meetings to brief us on current matters and discuss issues.

HALO is a volunteer non-profit organization supported by its members. The Board of Directors meets the first Thursday of each month at the Holy Spirit Center, corner of Hillside Drive and O'Malley Road, at 7 pm. These meetings are open to all, and to be an effective advocate for our community, we need your support.
